MAIN PURPOSE OF ROLE

To develop a toolkit of resources for use by theological colleges, churches and Christian groups in leprosy-endemic countries, to encourage action to raise awareness on leprosy and ensure the inclusion of people affected by leprosy (as well as people with disability or other NTDs).


SCOPE OF ROLE

The Programmes Research Intern will be asked to:

Identify theological materials and toolkits focused on mobilising churches to raise awareness on health issues and increased inclusion. 
These may be drawn from disability, HIV/AIDS or other relevant areas. It will also include liaison with overseas resource persons for support in identifying materials. (40%)
Produce a reference list of relevant resources that can be used by TLMEW and its partners (10%)
Work with the Integral Mission Advisor to develop toolkit(s) for partners to use when working with churches, theological colleges or Christian communities based on the resources identified (50%)
